Being a Waldorf teacher is both a great 
privilege and a sacred trust.   For the first time 
ever, we were able to offer the Waldorf 
curriculum, specifically adapted for our school, to 
students in all eight grades.  It was wonderful to 
see the joy with which they all approached their 
lessons this year.   

Testaments to our successful year were 
the beautiful main lesson books, showing 
impressive progress in a variety of skills.  We 
were pleased to expand the heart component of 
our teaching through our enriched festival life, 
thanks to the guidance of our colleague and 
current Pedagogical Administrator Jeff 
Feldman.  This year we were able to include 
Grades-wide celebrations of Candlemas and 
Purim.  Still more signs of our success included 
fantastic play productions offered by each class, 
as well as adventurous end-of-year trips and 
events promoting courage and harmony in our 
older students.   

All of this culminated in the triumphant 
8th Grade Project Presentations and Graduation 
Ceremony, in which we honored the tremendous 
accomplishments of our oldest students.  I am 
proud to report that all of our 8th Graders were 
accepted into high school programs of their 
choice, many of which were highly competitive.   

Finally, we showed growth in the area of 
parent education and outreach through the 
offering of workshops in Biography and 
Anthroposophy with Signe Schaefer, Waldorf 
School Governance with Chris Schaefer, 
Foundations in Waldorf Education and the Life 
Lessons of St. Francis with Jeff Feldman, as well 
as Jill Contento's excellent watercolor workshop 
series.  In sum, it was a year full of learning for

Early Childhood’s move to our beautiful 
new Peniston St. location brought many 
unexpected gifts. In many ways we had to 
recreate ourselves, as we stretched out of our 
comfort zone and into new possibilities.   

 A smaller playground for the 

kindergarten inspired us to walk through the 

neighborhood every day. This practice allowed us 

to form many connections with our neighbors 

and gave us a sense of belonging to the larger 

community. We also piloted our exciting “Forest 

Kindergarten Days,” in which we spent the whole 

day at Audubon Park, following our usual rhythm 

and strengthening the children’s connection to 

Mother Earth.  

 Being on a separate campus compelled 

us to address the need for After Care.  We were 

able to develop an After Care program dedicated 

to nurturing the unique needs of kindergarten 

children.   

 The EC teachers offered many 

opportunities for parents to enjoy Nursery or 

Kindergarten experiences. These took the form of 

parent evenings, festival celebrations, lunch 

potlucks, assistance with classroom tasks such as 

cooking, baking, craft and sewing support; 

neighborhood walks; and picnics. In the spring, 

the Nursery teachers offered all parents the 

chance to spend a whole day in their classroom, 

giving those parents a true window into their 

children’s experiences. 

 Next year, we will once again offer our 

popular Parent-Child Playgroup, and look 

forward to introducing Waldorf Early Childhood 

education to new families.

The Promise of a 
Permanent Home 

BAYOU TREMÉ CENTER ARTS & EDUCATION 
CAMPUS 

Alembic Community Development has partnered 
with Rose Community Development Corporation 
to develop the 47,300 square foot Bayou Tremé 
Center, a new cultural hub for the arts, education 
and community in the iconic former St Rose de 
Lima church building and two schoolhouses on 
historic Bayou Road in New Orleans.  The 
Waldorf School of New Orleans will lease the 
23,000 square foot redeveloped schoolhouse as 
one of the anchor tenants along with Southern 
Rep Theater, who will occupy the former Saint 
Rose de Lima church.  After several years of 
leasing, WSNO will become eligible to purchase 
the building. 

 
 

Last year the Waldorf School of New Orleans was 

approached by Alembic about the Bayou Treme 

redevelopment project as a potential 

tenant/owner.  At the same time we had out 

grown our home and acquired an additional 

uptown location.   Working with community 

development organizations like Alembic and Rose 

CDC on an arts campus in a historically and 

culturally rich and diverse part of New Orleans is 

a once in a lifetime project that we are honored to 

be a part of.  We are happy to report we signed a 

letter of intent in March 2016 and if all goes well, 

we will be in our new home for the 2018-19 

school year. 

 

Neighborhood Context  

Bayou Road is one of the city’s oldest streets; it 
originally followed the historic portage between 
the Mississippi River and bayou out to the Gulf of 
Mexico. Today, Bayou Road remains at a human 
scale and sits at the crossroads of several of the 
city’s most culturally resonant neighborhoods, 
including Tremé/Lafitte, the 7th Ward, Faubourg 
St John and Esplanade Ridge, while also providing 
easy access to downtown. Following decades of 
disinvestment and decline, the “Belles of Bayou 
Road” business owners invested in storefronts 
when others saw only blight and vacancy, and 
more recently the public sector invested $900,000 
in façade and infrastructure improvements 
towards supporting the burgeoning corridor. In 
this way, Bayou Road has benefitted from a strong 
public-private revitalization agenda and is now 
home to an eclectic mix of small businesses – a 
bookstore / community center, reggae club, 
outdoor café, Caribbean restaurant, record shop, 
daycare and beauty parlors – which are book-
ended by the recently opened Joan Mitchell 
Center, an artist residency program, and the St 
Rose de Lima Church, a 1915 building that was de-
consecrated following Hurricane Katrina and has 
been vacant for more than a decade.  

 

 

 

 



 

 

Several of the city’s prominent cultural assets are 
also located in close proximity to the project site, 
including the Le Musée de f.p.c. (Free People of 
Color), Carver Theater, and the Fairgrounds and 
Jazz and Heritage Foundation, in addition to major 
public and commercial amenities such as the 
recently opened Lafitte Greenway, a 3-mile linear 
park running through the city, and the ReFresh 
Project on Broad Street anchored by a Whole 
Foods Market and several co-tenants working in 
nutrition and culinary workforce development. 
And while the Bayou Road corridor was included 
in the City’s Livable Claiborne Communities 
initiative, an ongoing multi-year effort to invest 
resources in the city’s most culturally significant 
yet under-resourced areas.  

 

 

Development Team ɀ Our Partners  

Alembic Community Development is a mission-
driven developer working to bring impactful 
investment to underserved communities. 
Founded in 2004, Alembic has developed or is in 
construction on more than 830 affordable and 
supportive housing units and 100,000 square feet 
of commercial and community space in New York 
City and New Orleans, totaling $340 million of 
development costs, through mixed-use properties 
in disinvested neighborhoods. Alembic has 
particular experience partnering with nonprofit 
organizations through joint venture real estate 
developments, which also serve to build the 
capacity of its partners. In addition, Alembic has 
developed specific expertise in historic adaptive 
reuse projects, including the $14 million Myrtle 
Banks Building in Central City, New Orleans, a 
35,000 square foot building on an entire city block 
that has been transformed into the Dryades Public 
Market; co-working office space for 15 nonprofits 
and small businesses; and artist exhibition space. 
Alembic is also completing construction on the 
$48 million adaptive reuse of P.S. 186 in New York 
City, a long-blighted school building that will be 
home to the Boys & Girls Club of Harlem and 80 
units of affordable housing. For additional 
information, please visit 
www.alembiccommunity.com.  

 

Rose Community Development Corporation is a 
nonprofit community development corporation 
founded in 2009 to support the reinvestment of 
the Bayou Road corridor by realizing the vision for 
the Bayou Tremé Center, which will repurpose the 
long-vacant St Rose de Lima church and parochial 
school buildings into a place for education, art and 
community enterprise. In 2010, Rose CDC 
successfully negotiated with the Archdiocese of 
New Orleans to secure site control through a 45-
year lease with a purchase option on the property. 
Rose CDC is led by a committed Board of Directors 
comprised of long-time community members and 
professionals living and working in the 
neighborhood. 

 

The design and construction team includes Metro 
Studio as project architect, Spackman Mossop 
and Michaels as landscape architect, and Ryan 
Gootee General Contractors as the project’s 
contractor. This New Orleans-based team brings 
extensive experience designing and executing the 
adaptive reuse of historic buildings, including 
multiple theaters and school buildings, as well as 
innovative stormwater management strategies. 
Alembic has previously worked with all three 
firms and selected them based on their capacity 
and expertise, ability to work within budget and 
schedule constraints, and commitment to 
community development projects in the city. For 
additional information, please visit 
www.metrostudio.net, 
www.spackmanmossopmichaels.com and 
www.rggc.com.

In Appreciation 
Suzanne Hill – Founding Teacher 

The Waldorf School of New Orleans’ Starry Night 
gala honored the founding families of our school, 
originally the Hill School, and the founding 
teacher, Suzanne Hill.  We were thrilled that Ms. 
Hill herself was able to join us for Starry Night, 
and to enjoy a reunion with four of the dynamic 
young people who had been part of her 
pioneering class. 
Suzanne Hill was born in England, the fourth of 
six children in England, and immigrated with her 
family to Canada at age six.  She attended public 
school in Ontario and was awarded a BA in 
literature and history from the University of 
Toronto.  The first seven years of her working life 
were spent as a member of the Royal Mounted 
Canadian Police – yes, she was a Mountie!   And 
it was during those years that Ms. Hill first heard 
of Waldorf Education, heeding the advice of her 
sister Jane to “Give yourself the gift of a Waldorf 
Foundation Year.”  It was as a Waldorf teacher 
that Suzanne found her true calling. 
In the spring of 2000, Ms. Hill was just finishing with her Grade 5 at the long-established Toronto Waldorf School, 
when an ad seeking a teacher for a very different situation caught her eye:  a Waldorf-inspired home school for 
three third graders in New Orleans.  When she visited New Orleans for the interview, she found a group of 
parents hungry for an inspiring alternative to this city’s public schools and traditional private prep schools.  Ms. 
Hill understood that Waldorf Education indeed offered what these parents sought, and that she was the one to 
bring it. 
By the time she accepted Laurie and Chris Nielsen’s offer to teach in their home, two second graders had joined 
the class.  Ms. Hill delighted in the challenge.  For her, pioneering a school initiative here was not only about 
growing and nurturing a school; but especially doing so in a way that was true to the rich and “exotic” culture 
and geography of New Orleans.   
Energy and enthusiasm permeated Ms. Hill’s three years as lead teacher at the Hill School.  The children and their 
families coalesced into a real community.  Numerous outreach events and Waldorf festival celebrations 
welcomed the public.  A Grades 1/2 classroom was opened at another Uptown location.  Ms. Hill’s class 
numbered eight in their Grades 5/6 year.  It was at this point that she made the decision to return to Canada, 
where she could legally adopt a child and pursue another life’s calling – motherhood. 
Though it was relatively brief, Ms. Hill calls her time in New Orleans a “hugely significant” part of her biography, 
expanding her soul life and taking her capacities as a teacher and community leader to a whole new level.  
How much more hugely significant is it for our school that Suzanne Hill answered the call to come to this faraway 
“frontier” and establish what is now the Waldorf School of New Orleans?  We look forward to welcoming her 
back soon for another visit!
